REFERENCE: Good police work takes another gun off the street.

On 7-6-08, at approximately 0059 Hrs. Evanston Police responded to the 2100 Blk. of Dewey referencing two men with a gun. While canvassing the area for the offenders, officers observed two subjects matching the reported description and attempted to make a street stop on these individuals. Upon making contact one of the suspects placed his hand in his waistband and began to flee the area on foot. Officers pursued the suspect on foot and took him into custody. At the point where the arrest was affected Officers located a 32 caliber handgun. The offender in this incident was identified as one Tony Curtis Walker. The second subject detained in this investigation was released on scene. Additional questioning resulted in Walker providing a voluntary statement admitting to having the gun in his possession. 

The Cook County State’s Attorney was contacted and reviewed all aspects of the case. This review resulted in the offender Walker being charged with four counts of unlawful use of a weapon.
